3 MC-IJIS DTD Breakdown

3.1 Understanding XML

It is suggested that a basic understanding of XML be acquired before reading this document and attempting to make use of the MC-IJIS DTD. There are a variety of sources available, both in print and online, that provide excellent introductions and advanced information about the requirements, structure and use of XML.

There are, however, a few basic tenants that cover the essentials of XML as used in MC-IJIS. XML is a markup language. It is a text-based language that uses tags to identify pieces of information. These tags come in the form of elements. All data in an XML document is contained within one or more elements. The data contained by the element is either contained directly as data within the element’s opening and closing tags or as values assigned to attributes of the element. While the former, in general, only contains a single piece of data; the latter makes it possible for a single element to contain more than one piece of related but separate data.

For example, we might have an element called document. If this element contained only data and did not have any attributes, it would be defined as:

<!ELEMENT document (#PCDATA)>

and might look like this in actual use:

<document>This would actually be the body of the document.</document>

In the definition above, a new element is being created by the !ELEMENT directive, it is called document, and it only contains textual data as identified by the (#PCDATA) parameter. In the example of the element in use, it begins where you see the opening tag for the element, <document>. It ends where you see the closing tag for the element, </document>. Notice that the closing tag is identical to the opening tag except for the slash mark that precedes the element name within the tag.

As you will see in the MC-IJIS DTD, a large number of the elements contain attributes. Attributes allow you to store multiple individual pieces of data that are, traditionally, related to one another within a single element. Expanding on the example above, we will add the date the document was authored and the name of the person who wrote it as attributes of the document element. To do this, we would change the definition to look like:

and the example of it in practice might then look like:

<document date=”12/21/2001” author=”Joe Smith”>This would actually be the body of the document.</document>

As you can see, you add attributes to an element by defining an !ATTLIST for an element that you have already defined. In the example definition above, spacing and line formatting was used to make it more readable, but it could just as easily be written on a single line. In the example use  of the element, notice that the attributes are included in the opening tag of the element and that the data they contain is enclosed in quote marks. In the definition above, you may notice the qualifiers #REQUIRED and #IMPLIED. These indicate that the attribute is required to be present and not required to be present, respectively. This means that in the example above, the author name, Joe Smith, could have been left out but the date information, 12/21/2001, must be present for the document to be valid and accepted by the parser examining the XML document.

And finally, elements can contain other elements in combination with, or instead of, data. Expanding again on the example above, we will add an information element that is contained within the document element. The information element will have three attributes; title, genre, and publisher. The definition changes to look like:

A number of new aspects can be seen in the latest definition and example. And as was suggested at the beginning of this document, it would be a good idea to make use of more in-depth resources to learn about XML or expand upon what was very briefly introduced here. 

One thing that was added that we will address here are the symbols that are employed to define whether or not an element/attribute is required and in what quantity. These symbols are *, ? and +. The symbol is placed immediately following the element or attribute name to which it applies; and it is placed with the element/attribute name wherever that element/attribute is included in another element (inside the parenthesis defining an element). The asterisk (*) indicates that the item can be present or not, in any quantity necessary to properly represent the data; a zero or more situation. The question mark (?) indicates that the item can be present or not, but that no more than one can be present; a zero or one situation. The plus sign (+) indicates that the item must be present and that more than one can be present; a one or more situation. When you include an element/attribute in an element and don’t have any of these symbols in use to modify that item, it defines that item as being required and present only once.

A final consideration to keep in mind is how to organize the elements within an XML document; or DTD for that matter, since a DTD is actually written in XML itself. An XML document can be thought of in terms of a tree, starting at the very top with a single element and expanding downwards with the attributes and elements contained within each subsequent element in the document.

3.2 MC-IJIS DTD Notes

3.2.1 Required vs. Implied Data

Attributes of XML elements can be either required or not required, as indicated by the keywords #REQUIRED and #IMPLIED respectively. Throughout the descriptions of the elements of the MCIJIS DTD, attributes will be identified as whether or not  they are required. This indication is strictly limited to the DTD and indicates the requirement status as relates to the DTD and not to the business rules of the system as a whole. Various processing considerations may lead to an attribute being marked as not required in the DTD while the business rules, represented by custom processing routines in the database and MCIJIS programs, may indicate that the data is required. For that reason, it is best to rely on the information presented in the System Design document and the Participant Interface document for the nature of what data is required according to the system.

3.2.2 Valid Data

In the MCIJIS DTD, there are two categories of input allowed for element attributes. The first of these is those attributes that have a limited set of valid inputs. These valid inputs are indicated by being placed in parentheses () and by having a default value identified in quotes “”. These fields are inherently required and if you do not supply a value for it, the default value is automatically selected. However, it is always good procedure to include all relevant data in every document submission, so you shouldn’t get into the practice of leaving any elements or attributes blank if you have the data to fill them in.

The second category of input are what we’ll refer to as freeform text. What this means is that you can basically type anything you want into the field and it will be submitted as character data. Keep in mind, however, that this specification is limited to the DTD only and does not mean that whatever you put in will adhere to the business rules established for the system. While a date attribute of an element may be freeform text, date/time information has a specified format that must be submitted in order for the system to consider it valid. While the DTD may allow you to provide anything as the attribute’s value, your entry still has to adhere to the business rules of the system. For more information on the valid data formats and types, see the System Design document and the Participant Interface document.

3.3 Root Element

All XML documents contain a root element. For MC-IJIS, that element is the mcijis element. This element tells the parser evaluating the XML document where to start and where to end. There should be no content of any kind before the opening or after the closing of the root element. In addition, the root element is only capable of containing other elements, it can not contain any data itself.

The root element definition for the MC-IJIS DTD is:

This line defines the element mcijis and identifies the elements that can legally be contained by it. In the case of MC-IJIS, any of the document types and some of the support element types are legally contained directly within the root element. Keep in mind that this has no bearing on what can or can not be contained within any child elements of the root. This definition statement only identifies what elements can be directly below, in terms of hierarchy, the root element. It has no bearing on what those elements may, in turn, contain.

3.4 Support Elements

Support elements are those elements that are used either in a repeat fashion throughout an individual document or are a component in more than one other element in the DTD. In the case of MC-IJIS, there are several groups of data that have been separated out because they are a part of more than one document type or because the hierarchical nature of XML dictated that it would be more efficient to do so. In addition to seeing these support elements referred to in the definition of the individual MC-IJIS documents below, some of these support elements refer to each other as well.

These support elements are presented in this section in alphabetical order according to the element name. This order has no meaning regarding the order in which the elements appear or in the order of importance of these elements.

3.4.1 address
