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Colonel Bart R. Johnson is a Colonel and a twenty three-year veteran of the New York State Police who possesses over thirty years experience in law enforcement. 


Colonel Johnson began his career as a police officer in the City of Peekskill, New York in 1977 and remained there for six (6) years.  In 1983 he entered the State Police Academy and was assigned to SP Peekskill in Troop K, Westchester County, later that year.  Colonel Johnson rose through the ranks of Investigator and Senior Investigator during which time he participated in a number of complex and high-level criminal investigations.  He was later assigned to be a Lieutenant in charge of the New York State Police Special Investigations Unit (SIU), in White Plains. In February of 2003, as the result of the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, the State Police formally established the Office of Counter-Terrorism and promoted Staff Inspector Johnson to the rank of Lieutenant Colonel, charging him with heading this new office, which involves the counter terrorism missions of intelligence, investigation and response initiatives.


In March of 2007 Colonel Johnson was promoted to Deputy Superintendent and placed in charge of Field Command.  In this capacity Colonel Johnson oversees the Bureau of Criminal Investigation, the Uniform Force, the Office of Counter Terrorism and the associated special details of these units.


Colonel Johnson has received numerous awards and he possesses a Bachelor of Science Degree in Business Management and Economics, which was awarded to him by the Empire State College.  He is also a member of the International Association of Chiefs of Police Committee on Terrorism; he is the Vice Chair of the Global Justice Information Sharing Initiative and the Chair of the Criminal Intelligence Coordinating Council.  In each of these capacities Colonel Johnson has provided significant input to the federal government regarding information sharing and intelligence.
